Thec a baéDecorumcameto life in January2001 Thesewnereterrible timesfor most smallbusinesses
in the Balkanregion, but my acquaintanceVladoand | were optimistic about openinga ¢ a bak in
Macedonia Forafew monthsthe businessvent surprisinglywell. Onenight a group of men,knownin
our city asE t h UEg saéc,k eahdeEet rosgéy, i \asiged my bar. Theydrank good quality Scotch
whiskyandthen askedfor the check Becausd wasawareof their reputation for violence| instructed
the waitressnot to chargethem anything,hopingthey wouldleavewithout causingrouble.

Oneof the guys,however,insisted on payingthe bill. He acted asif he did not understandwhy we
would let him drink for free. Assoonasthey paid the bill, the man approachedny businessartner,
and askedhim to step outside the bar. He claimedthat we hade d i s h ohinobecausdwvhen he
askedfor the bill, hed i dexpedtthat hewouldhaveto payfor the drinksof everyoneelsein this bar.
Thiswas his way of initiating an argument and then askingfor money Consequentlywe became
victimsof extortion andthis wasjust the beginning

Forexample,
some of the most widespreadmyths about the so-called Albanian mafia are that the traditional Albanian
e c uldwirel amltheckstomaryKanunlawshaveledto adrasticincreasein organizedcrimein Albania
that the Albanianmafiais the newSicilianmafia; that there is one nationwideAlbanianmafia; that this Albanian
mafia is hierarchically structured, with families, bosses, and
underbosses that this organization adheres to the ancient Albanian customary Kanun laws
(code of conduct) that the Albanian mafia is able to move easily across territories and gain
control of foreignterritories; that politiciansin the countriesof origin (Albaniaand Kosovo)control the Albanian
mafia,andsoon.

One challenge for scholars and law enforcement officials is understandingthe nature of et r ansnat i
organizedcrime groups as well as the relation between organizedcrime and international migration. The
administrators of justice must be aware of the invisiblelines that separateperceptionand reality, legitimate
anger and ignoranceinspired bitterness Thisbook challengesvarious assumptionsmade about the rise and
expansionof Albanianorganizedcrime groupsin the Balkansand the West It is important for governmentsto
developpolitically acceptablesolutionsto issuesrelated to international migration and transnationalorganized
crimewhile separatingthesetwo phenomena

My decade long researchproject indicatesthat there is no single,ethnically homogeneoudlbanianor Balkan
e ma f stracturgd hierarchicallylike the traditional LCNor the Sicilianmafia. Contraryto commonbelief, no
strict hierarchy exists within ethnic Albanian criminal groups,and there are no e K a nbuans eyadfathers
Rather, Albanianorganizedcrime groups,for practical reasonsof languageand culture, are organizedaround
ethnic groups and friendship ties. Often, family ties play a role, but the membershipof a group is rarely
exclusivelyAlbanian

Althoughorganizedcrime figures maintain ties to the Balkanregionand their countriesof origin, this doesnot
mean that groupsin the Balkan region control Albaniancriminal organizationsabroad The Balkan region
remains a safe haven for some of these groups, but one should bear in mind that some Albanian groups
establishedthemselvesabroadafter escapingusticein Albaniaor Kosovo Thereis little evidencethat Albanian
organizedcrime is a strategically transplanted entity or a rational bureaucracythat hasbeenable to moveits
e b us i suecsssfillyto foreign territories. It does not appear that these criminal groups resemble
multinational corporations,or that there is a nationwide Albanianmafia. Onthe contrary, the mobility of the
groupsseemsto be functional and project based,and there is no e o rsigefits a | éx@lanationof criminal
mobility.

In general this bookis skepticalboth of theoriesthat denythe importanceof structural constraintsonindividual
decisionsand of structural theoriesthat deny agencyto individualsand families. In fact, it proposesits own
multi- leveltheory of organizedcrime offender decision making

different regionsand countiesin four Europeancountriesbetween1997and 2013 Usingpooledcross sectionaltime- series
data on officially recordedracist crimes,this study examinesthe regionaland county levels of racially motivated crime. It
alsoexamineswhetherthesec o u n tsubnagosadjurisdictionshavebeeninfluencedovertime by the sizeof the foreign
bornpopulationandthe economicconditions

My paperaroseout of the observationthat our knowledgein the areaof hate crimeis strikingly scarce While someprior
work hasexaminedthe impactof structural covariateson hate crimeratesat the neighborhoodr county- level, the findings
of these studiesare often inconsistent Moreover,the scopeof extant researchon hate crime is largely confinedto hate
crime within a single nation, leaving plausible patterns of hate crime acrossnations largely unexamined This dearth of
comparative,cross national researchis duein part to data constraints Not only do nations divergein terms of how they
record and report hate crime, but also in terms of how they understandand conceptualizethis term. Thesefacts have
renderedthe attempt to conductempirical,cross national comparisondgifficult .

By addressingthese issuesin my work, | seekto advanceour knowledgeabout hate- motivated crimesin cross national
settings Toavoida direct comparisorof hate crime amongdifferent nations,| estimate a multilevel hybrid panelrate model
where time is nested within the subnationalunits. My work is also conductedwith referenceto Americantheories of
intergroup crime, thereby testing their generalizabilityand applicability in Europeansettings Finally, | use three different
geographicadivisionsasunits of analysisthe selectionof whichis basedon the Europear n i alaséifgcationsystem,the
Nomenclatureof Territorial Units for Statistics (NUTS)Doingso rendersit possibleto assessvhether the effects of the
correlatesof hate crimeare contingenton varyingunits of analysis

Theresults from multilevel hybrid panelrate model showthat the relative sizeof the foreign- born populationis concave
curvilinearlyassociatedwith levelsof racist crime Thatis, there is an inverserelationshipbetweenminority group sizeand

hate crime level. However there may be a tipping point, after whichthis trend is altered and the relationshipchangesAs
minority group size becomesextremely large, minorities becomeincreasedtargets of hate- motivated violence These
findings, thus, lend support for a particular U- shapedtrend relating foreign- born population size to racially motivated

crime. Theresultsalsoprovideevidencefor significanteffects of the control variablesin waysthat by andlarge conformto

those presentedin prior research Thisincludesa significant positive effect of the level of total crime rates, a significant
positive effect of the percentageof young population, and a significant negative effect of population density. The study
concludeshy discussindhe role of contextualfactors in predictingcrime motivated by bias

Transnational Dumping of Hazardous Waste

In Global Dumping Ground,Moyers (1990, notes that e gowerful economicequation drives the global trade in
poisons mounting pilesof hazardouswvaste,a shrinkingsupplyof disposalsitesand exorbitant profits for peoplewho
canget rid of it- legally or illegally.EMoyersfurther notesthat the strengtheningof local environmentalregulations
in developedcountriesmakesit exceedinglydifficult for hazardouswastesto be dumpedin their own backyards,
promptingthe needfor newchannels More often than not, thesenewchanneldeaddirectly to the developingworld
(Moyers,1990.

Theproblemsassociatedwith the transboundarymovementof hazardouswaste raise important and timely issues
within the criminal justice discourse Developingcountries have repeatedly been targeted as hazardouswaste
disposalsites,yet despitethis, muchwork remainsto be donein terms of sanctioningthese offenders(Clapp,2002.
The transboundarymovement of hazardouswaste is usually meant to either seek out disposalsites or achieve
e r e s segavarygecycling,orr e u mtE 2011 Unfortunately, many developingcountrieslack the technology,
e t r a ifunding, gnd administrativei n f r a s tto prapérly caryBut these tasks (Pratt, 2011 Without the
capacityto properly handlethe waste, it is simply dumpedin piles, either in public areasasin Abidjan,or in other
areasbarely qualifying as landfills. In either case,the waste results in significantenvironmentalharm upon human
exposure(Pratt, 201}

Thusfar, treaties havebeenthe chief sourceof international environmentallaw. Thesewritten agreementsobligate
only those Statesthat have consentedto them and usually amount to e s d fatw-sré&commendationgpassedat
international conferences,with little enforceability (Situ & Emmons,2000).

However,a proposalto addressthis crime must be consideredwithin
reason evenif the international community succeededn implementinga total ban on direct waste trade activities,
developingand newly industrializing countries will remain vulnerable to related activities. Thereis the strong
possibility that if a complete ban is imposeddevelopingcountries may continueto import wastesthrough E's h a m
recyclingéTherefore unlesseffective global machineryis in placeto control and managethe globalwaste problems,
populationsin these countrieswill remain vulnerableto the effects of potential exposuresto hazardouswastes
(Asante Duah,1998.

At the other end of the spectrum,is the continueduseof e s d fatwimpbsedby international treaties, which have
little deterrent value, particularly in the face of the hugefinancial returns to be gainedfrom the hazardouswaste
trade. As noted, there is a preferenceamong some in the international environmentallaw community for the
familiarity of existingsoft forms of regulation However historically, civil penaltieshavenot provento be muchof a
deterrentin preventingcorporate crime (Simpsor& Koper,1992.

Alternately, the implementation of stringent international environmental law with punitive and criminal sanctionsfor
corporationsand individualsis ideal for sanctioningharmful transboundaryexport of waste International criminal law
alreadysanctionsacts that causewidespreadand severedamageto the environmentduringwartime. It seemsabsurdthat
the samepolicy shouldnot apply during peacetime(ladicolaet al, 2003. Thissuggestshat corporateenvironmentalcrime
(and other types of environmentalcrime) usually occurin the context of war, outside the rational thought that typically
accompaniedransnational corporate business However,as has beenillustrated, much of the harm for the dumping of
hazardouswvastesoverseasvere highly calculatedand were carriedout on the basisof perceivedbenefitsand costs Aswith
traditional crimesthat are premeditatedand result in seriousharm and death, criminalizationwould be the most effective
solution.

The transnational market facilitated by globalization may bring economicbenefits but most of these activities carry
potential health and environmentalproblemswith them. In a similar manner,waste trade activities can bring both positive
and negativeeffects to a region Riskassessmenand risk managementmethodologie® which havehistorically beenused
andfound effective in evaluatingsimilar problems,and alsoin makingregulatory and policy decisiong canbe employedto
evaluatethe impacts of dumpingwaste overseasand determine whether offenders should be criminally prosecuted The
extent to whichlivesare placedat risk in undertakingdevelopmentactivities may very well serveasa measureof howmuch
theselivesarevalued(Asante Duah,1998.
